Donovan Scruggs provided an explanation aboul the application 1o the Planning Board. He addressed
the fixcis and findings noting properties located 1o the west of the property are located within a
Community Commercial District. Propertics to the south and across Telephone Road are located within
o Light Industrial District. The properties to the west are commercial, and the area to the sowh is the
Juckson County Fairgrownds.
