What local historic preservation need(s) does the proposed project address? Why is the proposed
project a priority? How does the proposed project remedy the identified preservation needs?

Pascagoula Historic Preservation Commission identified preservation needs through the Top Ten
Endangered Historic Places List. The Pascagoula Historic Train Depot is on the list. The Pascagoula
Historic Depot Structural Assessment and Architectural Drawings Project would remedy, in part, the
preservation need by completing a necessary preliminary design to move forward with restoration.

Why is the proposed project a priority 7

The reason the proposed project is a pricrity is two-fold. First, the City values its historical assets
and makes restoration a priority as evidenced in the recent restoration of the Round Island
Lighthouse. Second, the City envisions the Depot as a multi-modal transportation hub which will add
to the economic development of the downtown area.

What activities will be necessary tasks to complete the proposed project?

The City will execute a contract with Albert & Robingon Architects for preliminary engineering
services. The Depot will be measured and auto-cad drawings will be drafied. Albert and Robinson
Architects will coordinate with a structural engineer. Phases for restoration and engineers cost
estimates will be developed.

Who will be responsible for deing what? What preduct{s) will be derived from the project?

The consultant will be responsible for creating the auto-cad as-built architectural drawings and
engineers estimate.

Will the product(s) be in draft or final adopted form by the end of the project? How will the produci(s)
be used by the local government?

The City does not adopt architectural drawings or engineers estimates; however, the City was

awarded a $1.4 million dollar grant by the Southern Rail Commission to restore the Depot. The
architectural drawings and engineers estimate will be utilized in the first phase of restoration to
stabilize the foundation of the Depot.

How will the proposed project benefit the community?

The project will benefit the community by taking the first step in the restoration of a historic
community asset which is listed on the National Register of Historic Places as well as the Mississippi
Landmark Properties. When the anticipated Amitrak Passenger Rail retumns, the restored Depot will
again serve as a transportation hub and economic driver for Pascagoula’s historic downtown.

How will the public be involved in the project?

The City will utilize social media and local media outlets to raise public awareness of the Depat
restoration.

All documentation will be available to the public.
