DECLARING PROPERTY LOCATED
AT 2016 13" STREET (PARCEL ID NO. 41450834.,000)
A MENACE TO PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY

WHEREAS, Mississippi Code Section 21-19-11 provides authority for the City Council
of Pascagoula to clean private property which has been adjudicated at a public hearing to be a
menace to public health and safety; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 21-19-11, Jerry L. Garriga, Jr., who has an ownership
interest in the property located at 2016 13" Street, Pascagoula, Mississippi, 39567 (Parcel [D No.
41450834.000) was sent written notice of the August 4, 2020, public hearing by United States
registered mail, a copy of said written notice was posted on the property at issue and at the
Pascagoula City Hall. A copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A™: and

WHEREAS, at the public hearing on August 4, 2020, the City Council was presented
information and documentation by Brett Stevens, Code Enforcement Officer, evidencing why the
subject property is a menace to public health and safety. A copy of said documentation is
attached hereto as Exhibit “B"; and

WHEREAS, based on the information and documentation presented at the August 4,
2020, hearing regarding 2016 13" Street (Parcel No. 41450834.000), the City Council has
determined said property is a menace to public health and safety,

NOW THEREFRE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. That the City Council of Pascagoula hereby finds and adjudicates that the
property located at 2016 13" Street, Pascagoula, Mississippi, 39567 (Parcel ID No.
41450834.000), owned in whole or in part by Jerry L. Garriga, Jr. is in such a state of
uncleanliness as to be a menace to public health and safety.

SECTION 2. That the City Council of Pascagoula hereby directs the Planning Director
to have the site cleared at 2016 13" Street, Pascagoula, Mississippi, 39567 (Parcel 1D No,
41450834.000) and as permitted by Mississippi Code Section 21-19-11, 1o present to the City
Council the actual cost of cleaning the subject property for adjudication so that said cost may
become an assessment against same along with a penalty of twenty-five percent (25%).
