The goals in the plan are based on the assumption that the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi will receive
CDBG funding in an amount of approximately $187,012 for escéi fyear, which amounts to the same
allocation of funding that the city received in the 2014 funding cycle.

3. Evaluation of past performance

The City of Pascagoula, Mississippi focuses on continuing to improve its performance and that of the
non-profit organizations that it funds with CDBG dollaBuring fiscal year 2014, the City of Pascagoula,
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Mississippi invested $184,944 in the community to meet the goals and objectives identified in the 2010
2014 Consolidated PlarfcDBG funds were used primatibyaddress affordable housing, the homeless
and other special needs populations.

4. Summary of citizen participation process and consultation process

The City of Pascagoula developed its Consolidated Plan with input from a diverse group of residents,
citizens, organizations and agenciéhe City conducted individual interviews with city leaders,-non
profit organizations, the local housing authority, regional housing and social service providels, etc.
addition, telephone conversations were held withrieais community stakeholders; surveys were
distributedin the community.

Two public hearings were conducted, having been advertised in the local newsgdepublic

hearings were held in the Council Chambers of City Hall and copies of the draft ofgmidated Plan

were made available in paper form/hard copies at the public libraries, homeless shelters and public
housing sites.The public hearing to receive comments and suggestions on how the City of Pascagoula,
Mississippi should spent its alloaati of CDBG funds was held June 25, 2015 at City Hallhe public
hearings were accessible to persons with disabilities and all meeting notices included information about
how to request accommodations such as a translator or signing assistihee205-2019 Consolidated

Plan for the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi will be approved by the City Council on August 4, 2015 and
submitted to HUD thereafterThe amendment process, that revisgdals and priority needs tmore
comprehensively address unmet riealso complied with the City's citizen participation plan.

The substantial amendment revised the Consolidated Plan to incorporate more comprehensive
community goals and address additional priorities that inadvertently were not included in the
originaldocument. The substantial amendment was developed in full compliance with the Pascagoula
Citizen Participation Plan.

5. Summary of public comments

The Public Hearing was held at 5:30 p.m., Thurs., June 25, 2015 in the Council Chambers at City Hall. An
agerda, handouts and a sign sheet were distributed.

The data tabulated to determine the extent to which householdheCity of Pascagoula, Mississippi
experience housing cost burden must be considered with caution. The total tabulation for low to
moderateincome households in the jurisdiction as a whole is 4,540. However, when summarizing all
races and ethnicity, theotal number of low to moderaténcome households is 8,621. Thus, the
tabulation for race and ethnicity exceeds the tabulation for the jurisdiction as a whole by over 4,081
households.

The most significant barriers to affordable housing in the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi is the lack of
down payment assistance for first time homebuyers; and the lack of work force development housing

With the demolition of the historic
LaFont Inn, the site has been transformed into a modern hotel facility with a swimming gstalrant,
architectural designed rooms, fresh landscaping, decorative lighting and water fountain, new
infrastructure, etc. This project represented a $2.5 million dollar public investment.

Phase |
included new construction of benches, interpretive signing, decorative lighting and other amenities was
constructed. $3.8 million dollars in restoration funds has been awarded for the remainder of the project.

The most significant barriers to affordable housing in the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi is the lack of
down payment assistance for first time homebuyers; #mellack of work force development housing

for those individuals who want to purchase but are unable due to the lack of housing inventory along
with the financial resources to assist them in purchasing the housing.

Since the City of Pascagoula, Mississipy receives $187,012 in CDBG funding from HUD, the city is
exploring options to access HOME funding from HUD so that it can create a first time homebuyers
program for its low and moderatemcome residents; and also develop workforce development housing
for eligible home purchasers.

4, Summary of Citizen Participation Process and Consultant Process.

The City of Pascagoula, Mississippi developed the 2015 Oviear Action Plan with consultation

from a diverse group of residents, citizens, organizations and agencies. The City conducted
individual interviews with city leaders, non-profit organizations, the local housing authority,
regional housing and social service providers, etc. In addition, telephone conversations were held
with various other community stakeholders and church leaders andurveys were distributed to
various stakeholders in the community as well.

Two (2) public hearings were conducted and notices of the public hearings were advertised in the
local newspaper,The Sun Herald The public hearings were held at City Hall in é@Council

chambers and copies of the draft of the 2022019 Consolidated Plan and 2015 On¥ear Action

Plan were made available in paper form/hard copies at the public libraries, homeless shelters and
public housing sites. The public hearing to receive oaments on the how the City of Pascagoula,
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public hearings were accessible to persons with disabilities and all meeting notices included
information about how to request accommodations such as a translator or signing assistance. The
2015-2019 Consolidated Plan and 2015 On¥ear Action Plan for the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi

will be approved by the City Council on August 4, 2015 and submitted to HUD thafter.

5. Summary of Public Comments.

The Public Hearing was held on Thursday, June 25, 2015 in the Council Chambers at City Hall in the
City of Pascagoula, Mississippi at 5:30 P.M. The Public Hearing Agenda was distributed to everyone
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in attendance at he meeting. Also, a sigin sheet was available and everyone in attendance at the
public hearing provided his or her name, organization, address andreail address. Copies of the
attendance sheets are included in Exhibit Il of the 2022019 ConsolidatedPlan.

After the Executive Director of the Department of Community and Economic Development opened
the public hearing, everyone in attendance at the public hearing was given a Summary Overview of
the Consolidated Planning Process and a CDBG Fact Sheee cbisulting firm of The Chaucer

Group LLC explained in detail the Summary Overview of the Consolidated Planning Process and the
CDBG Fact Sheet. Questions were asked and answered.

The next phase of the Public Hearing was the discussion of the amounGiBG allocation the City
of Pascagoula, Mississippi expects to receive in the new fiscal year and then comments and
suggestions were received from the citizens in attendance as to how they would like the CDBG
allocation of funds to be spent. The suggestis as to how the money should be spent was as
follows:

1. Sidewalks, curbs and gutters A citizen stated that it is unreasonable to live in a city such as
Pascagoula, Mississippi and not have sidewalks, curbs and gutters. This same citizen also feit tha
$187,012 was not a lot of money given the needs of the City of Pascagoula.

2. Substance Abuse Treatment For the Homeless and Special Needs Populatosny

citizens stated that the homeless and special needs populations are in dire need of treatmendl a
counseling. They expressed hope that funding would be allocated to nonprofit organizations so that
these populations could be assisted.

3. Section 8 or Housing Choice Voucher ProgragiSome citizens feel there is a great need for
affordable housing inthe City of Pascagoula, Mississippi. City officials then mentioned that they are
considering seeking HOME funding in order to develop affordable housing in the city. With only
$187,012 in CDBG funds, City officials mentioned that it is not feasible tev@tlop affordable

housing and also the CDBG regulations does not allow for new housing construction unless it is
undertaken by a CBDO.

4, HOME Fundg Many of the citizens expressed interest in the HOME program and encourage
City officials to seriously casider seeking HOME funding for the city.
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5. Homeowner Rehaly Some of the citizens expressed interest in a homeowner rehab
program for those homeowners whose homes have defects. Although they were not sure how the
program would be managed, they thoughtnaybe some consideration should be given to such a
program.

6. Hospital Transportation Services for Sick and Elderly All of the citizens felt that there is a
tremendous need for transportation services for the sick and elderly. Since there is hopablic
transportation service provider in the City of Pascagoula, many times the sick and elderly are not
able to keep appointments with physicians; homeless adults in need of substance abuse treatments
find it difficult to keep appointments; etc.

7. Permanent Housing For the Homeless and Disabled PopulatiopdMany of the citizens
spoke to the need for permanent housing for the homeless and disabled populations since they felt
the shelters are not the answer on a lorngerm basis.

8. Domestic Violence Agmst Womenz Many of the citizens were strong advocates for shelters
and supportive services for women and their children experiencing domestic violence. They were
of the opinion that whatever the city could do to address this problem, that the City shalkpend

the money to assist battered women.

6. Summary of comments or views not accepted and the reasons for not accepting them.

No comments were rejected.
