We appreciate your business and look forward to the opportunity to support you with outstanding professional employment services in consideration of your agreement to the following terms and conditions:

1. We hire associates as Express employees, and provide all wages, taxes, withholding, workers’ compensation, and unemployment insurance.  Medical benefits and vacation pay are also available to associates who qualify.  We recruit and assign associates to you to perform the job duties you specify.  You agree to notify us if those duties or the workplace of an associate changes.

2. Express complies with all Federal, State, and Local employment laws and regulations.  You agree to provide our associates with a safe, suitable workplace and equipment, and to comply with all applicable federal, state, and local employment laws.  You agree to indemnify and hold Express harmless from claims or damages resulting from your non-compliance with applicable laws and regulations, but only to the extent allowed by Mississippi law.

3.  Express pay’s associates promptly, based on information approved by you.  You agree to pay the charges based on the time card or other mutually acceptable recording method by the invoice due date.  A monthly service charge of (18% per annum) may be assessed on charges remaining unpaid 45 days after receipt of the invoice.  We are entitled to reasonable collections fees, attorney fees, and other expenses incurred to collect all charges on your account(s), but only to the extent allowed by Mississippi law.

4. It is our goal that associates perform their jobs to your satisfaction; however, if you are not satisfied with an Express associate for any reason, you will not be charged for the first four (4) hours of the associate’s work and a replacement will be provided.

5. We provide insurance policies to cover Express associates for Workers’ Compensation, Commercial General Liability, Employers Liability, Fidelity Bond, Errors and Omissions, and Hired/Non-Owned Automobile coverage in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.  You agree to maintain liability insurance for any motor vehicle, forklift, or other motorized mobile equipment operated by an Express associate.

6. You agree that you will not request or allow our associates to offer professional opinions concerning any financial audits, certifications or financial statements, SEC filings or provide management consulting or financial advice.  Nor will our associates be permitted sign-off authority for architectural or engineering projects or construction or other cost estimates.  All services performed by our associates shall be under your direction, supervision and control and you shall be responsible for ensuring that the services meet your requirements and agree that we are not responsible for the accuracy and correctness of the resulting work product.

7. 9. We offer an evaluation hire program designed to provide you with associates on a trial basis prior to converting them to your payroll.  To take advantage of our evaluation hire program, you agree to negotiate a pre-determined trial period or fee prior to an associate’s assignment to you.  Express allows you to hire associates already assigned to you if your invoices are current and you agree to pay an acceptable payroll transfer fee (up to 30% of an associate’s expected annual earnings) to convert an Express associate to your payroll. Receiving and Returning Managers  		$10.00 additional compensation for pick-up

The Jackson County Election Commission agrees to provide assistance for the City of Pascagoula's Primary Election to be held on May 7, 2013.  The cost for testing the machines will be a flat rate of $20.00 per hour per commissioner.  There will also be a cost of $20.00 per hour per commissioner for setting up the TSX voting machines the day prior to the election and picking up the TSX machines the day after the election.  The cost for technical assistance on Election Day will be shared between the cities of Moss Point, Pascagoula, Gautier and Ocean Springs at the rate of $6 per city per commissioner for actual hours worked on that day.  The cost for building the election database for this election will be an additional $400.00.  The associated cost of an adequate number of poll managers, receiving and returning managers and any other cost associated with the election is the responsibility of each city.  IF Poll Manager training is necessary, a cost of $275.00 for a 4 hour training session will be charged.  The class size can be no more than 25.  Run-off Election and General Election costs will be figured at the same rate.  Associated cost of affidavit ballots, absentee ballots and voter history after the election will be the responsibility of the city.  The cost of printing street masters and poll books will be at a cost determined by Circuit Clerk Joe Martin’s office.

We agree to:

>- Build the primary election in SEMS.
>- Provide Logic and Accuracy testing on the TSX voting machines used.
>- Allow the city to use the county owned covered trailers for transport to and from each ward.
>- Set-up the machines prior to the election date.
>- Break down the machines the day after the election.
>- Provide technical assistance for the operation of the voting machines during the day of the election.
>- Provide the city with a PDF copy of the ballot for use in printing their absentee ballots and affidavit ballots.
>- Provide "Unofficial" voting accumulation at the end of the election at our office facility located at 4111 Amonett St. in Pascagoula.

The city agrees to:

>- Provide a safe and secure facility for the TSX voting machines prior to, during, and after the election.
>- Provide two city workers & city owned vehicle to transport the TSX machines to the ward before Election Day.
>- Provide two city workers & city owned vehicle to transport the machines back to our office after the election.
>- Pay mileage reimbursement for any travel in private vehicles at the rate of $.565 per mile for each commissioner.
>- Provide a city representative or party representative to pick up TSX memory packs prior to the election and to return the memory packs to our office at 4111 Amonett for tally of the "UNOFFICIAL" results after the election.
>- Provide a resolution board to handle any disputes in a ballot determination.
>- Have Municipal Election Commissioners finalize results after all absentee and affidavit ballots are counted.
>- Pay the cost of posting voter history to the SEMS program (cost to be determined by voter turn-out)
>- The city further agrees to be liable for any damages to any county owned equipment.

The city will also provide representatives to witness testing of the TSX machines and when final tally is being done at our office.

We will provide the city with a print out of the "Unofficial" tally results from all TSX machines showing the results of each election contest on election night.

IN MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS

WHEREAS, the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi (hereinafter "CITY") and the Board of Supervisors of Jackson County, Mississippi (hereinafter "COUNTY") desire to work together to operate local government in an efficient and cost-effective manner; and

WHEREAS, the City and County wish to enter into this Agreement to allow the City to utilize the voting machines owned by Jackson County, Mississippi, in the upcoming municipal elections in order to maximize efficiency in the provision of governmental services and minimize expenditures; and

WHEREAS, the authority for municipal use of the County voting machines is set forth in Mississippi Code Annotated § 23-15-405 and the Memorandum of Agreement by and between the Secretary of State of the State of Mississippi and Jackson County, Mississippi; and

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the above and foregoing premises and under the authority of §§ 17-13-1 through 17- 13-17 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as annotated and amended, and the further consideration of the mutual advantages and promises hereinafter contained, this contract and agreement is made and entered into on the date hereinafter stated by and between the City and the County; and the parties do contract and agree to the terms and conditions as hereinafter set forth:

[a] DURATION. The term of this Agreement is for the period extending from March 1, 2013, through March 1, 2017.

[b] PURPOSE. The purpose of this Agreement is to allow the City to utilize the County voting machines for municipal elections as contemplated by Mississippi Code Annotated § 23-15-405 and Article 3(b) of the Memorandum of Agreement by and between the Secretary of State of the State of Mississippi and Jackson County, Mississippi.

[c] ORGANIZATION. There will be no separate legal or administrative entity created by this Agreement.

[d]  COUNTY RESPONSIBILITIES.

(i) County agrees to allow City to utilize the voting machines and system of the County for municipal elections under the terms and conditions herein stated;

[e]  CITY RESPONSIBILITIES.

(i) City will be allowed to utilize the voting machines and system of the County in its municipal elections provided that the municipality and its poll workers receive the requisite training in the use and care of said voting machines and system.  Poll workers must have current certificates of training and if any additional training is necessary for City's chosen poll workers, then it shall be done at the City's sole expense.

(ii) City will make arrangements and have available technical support in the preparation and administration of the election at its sole expense.

(iii) City will be solely responsible for receiving United States Department of Justice Section 5 pre-clearance, if required.

(iv) Voting machines shall be returned to the County in the same condition in which they were received by the City and the City shall be responsible to the County for any damage thereto.

[f] AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended by either entity, upon joint written agreement of both entities, and the amendment shall be spread upon the minutes of both entities and forwarded to the Attorney General of the State of Mississippi prior to enactment of any amendments.

[g] APPROVAL OF AGREEMENT. This Agreement must be ratified and approved by the respective governing authorities prior to initiation, and this Agreement is expressly subject to the approval of the Attorney General of the State of Mississippi as required by § 17- 13-11 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as annotated and amended.

ORDINANCE NO. 2-2013
CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 26-1 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI, TO CHANGE THE NAME OF THE VOTING PLACE OF WARD 3 PRECINCT FROM FIRST CHURCH OF THE NAZARENE TO VICTORY PRAISE & WORSHIP CENTER; AND FOR RELATED PURPOSES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI:
SECTION 1. Section 26-1 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Pascagou1a, Mississippi, is amended as follows:	
(a) The election precincts for Wards 1, 2, 3, and 4 shall consist of the entire ward in each case.  Ward 5 shall have two election precincts, one of which shall be called North Ward 5 Precinct and the other South Ward 5 Precinct.
(b) The following are the descriptions of the two election precincts in Ward 5, to wit:

     (1) North Ward 5 Precinct:

Begin at the intersection of the centerline of Pascagoula Street with an easterly extension of the centerline of Ford Avenue, thence run westerly along said easterly extension of the centerline of Ford Avenue, the centerline of Ford Avenue, and a westerly extension thereof to its intersection with the West boundary of the City of Pascagoula (the "City"); thence run westerly and northerly along the West boundary of the City to its intersection with the North boundary of the City; thence run easterly along the North boundary of the City to its intersection with the South margin of the right-of-way of the CSX Railroad; thence run southwesterly along the South margin of the right-of-way of the CSX Railroad to its intersection with the centerline of Hospital Street; thence run northerly along the centerline of Hospital Street to its intersection with the centerline of Shortcut Road; thence run westerly along the centerline of Shortcut Road and a westerly extension thereof to the centerline of Telephone Road; thence run northerly along the centerline of Telephone Road to its intersection with the centerline of Andrew Avenue; thence run westerly along the centerline of Andrew Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of the right-of-way of the Mississippi Export Railroad; thence run southerly along the centerline of the right-of-way of the Mississippi Export Railroad to its intersection with the centerline of Catalpa Avenue; thence run westerly along the centerline of Catalpa Avenue and a westerly extension thereof to its intersection with the centerline of Pascagoula Street; and thence run southerly along the centerline of Pascagoula Street to the point of beginning.	

     (2) South Ward 5 Precinct:

Begin at the intersection of the centerline of Market Street and Ingalls Avenue, thence run easterly along the centerline of Ingalls Avenue to its intersection with a northerly extension of the centerline of 11th Street; thence run southerly along the northerly extension of the centerline of 11th Street, the centerline of 11th Street and a southerly extension thereof to its intersection with the South boundary of the City of Pascagoula (the "City"); thence run westerly and northerly along the South and West boundaries of the City to the intersection of the West boundary with a westerly extension of the centerline of Ford Avenue; thence run easterly along said westerly extension of the centerline of Ford Avenue, the centerline of Ford Avenue and an easterly extension thereof to its intersection with the centerline of Pascagoula Street; thence run southerly along the centerline of Pascagoula Street to its intersection with the centerline of Ingalls Avenue; and thence run easterly along the centerline of Ingalls Avenue to the point of beginning.

(c) The voting places for the above election precincts shall be as follows:

     (1) Ward 1 Precinct: Central Fire Station
 	
     (2) Ward 2 Precinct:  Arlington Heights Baptist Church

     (3) Ward 3 Precinct:  Victory Praise & Worship Center

     (4) Ward 4 Precinct:  Lighthouse Baptist Church 

     (5) North Ward 5 Precinct:  Oasis Church

     (6) South Ward 5 Precinct:  American Legion Building

SECTION 2.  The City Attorney is hereby directed to submit this ordinance to the Attorney General of the United States in accordance with the provisions of the Voting Rights Act of 1965, as amended and extended.
SECTION 3.  This ordinance shall become effective upon its approval by the Attorney General of the United States, but not earlier than one month after its passage.
