The board determines the division of funds granted to Jackson County non-profit agencies for housing, food, and supportive services for the homeless in non-disaster situations.

Councilman Jackson made a motion to appoint Melani Caver to serve as the City’s representative on the Emergency Food and Shelter Program Local Board for 2014 as recommended. The motion was seconded by Councilman Hill and received the following vote:  Mayor Blevins “AYE”.  Councilmen Hill “AYE”, Jackson “AYE”, Simkins “ABSENT”, Tadlock “AYE”, Taylor “AYE”, and Tipton “AYE”.  (Approved 10-29-13)

The motion was seconded by Councilman Hill and received the following vote:  Mayor Blevins “AYE”.  Councilmen Hill “AYE”, Jackson “AYE”, Simkins “AYE”, Tadlock “AYE”, Taylor “AYE”, and Tipton “AYE”.
