AGREEMENT


STATE OF MISSISSIPPI

JACKSON COUNTY


This agreement is made and entered into by and between Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control of Pascagoula, MS (hereinafter referred to as “Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control”) and The City of Pascagoula (hereinafter referred to as “City”).



WITNESSETH

Whereas, Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control has offered to provide pest control service to the City subject to the conditions below; 

Now therefore, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1.  Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control will service the following City buildings:  Police Station, (3) Fire Stations, Utilities Accounting Building, Arts on the Avenue, 12th Street Recreation Complex, City Hall, Andrew Johnson Recreation Center, 14th Street Complex (includes all buildings at complex), I.G. Levy Park Office, Scranton Museum, Depot Art Gallery, Pascagoula City Library, Scranton Nature Center, Bayou Casotte Water Treatment Plant, and Communy St. Water Treatment Plant, Criswell St. Water Treatment Plant, Pascagoula Soccer Complex, (2) Dixie Youth Concession Stands, Beach Park Concession, Parks and Recreation (located in the old PHS Gym), Anchor Square (Cottages A – P), New Senior Center (1912 Live Oak) offices.

2.  Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control agrees to service the above City buildings as follows:  service will include one initial spraying of each building the first month, and servicing each building, thereafter, at least every other month for the control of roaches, ants, rats, and mice.  Should problems occur between servicing times, and a service call becomes necessary, it shall be done at no additional cost to the City.

3.  During the term of this agreement, Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control will furnish pest control service to the City for the sum of $175.00 per month.

4. Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control must provide documentation for a City representative to sign after each service.

5. The City agrees to pay Ol’ Magnolia Pest Control for services rendered in the sum of $175.00 per month.
6. This agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties; there are no other written or contemporaneous oral agreements. This agreement shall not be modified except by a document signed by the parties.

7. In the event any part of this agreement shall be construed to be unlawful or unbinding for any reason, then the parts of this agreement which are not so construed to be unlawful or unbinding shall continue in full force and effect.

8. This agreement shall, in all respect, be governed by the laws of the State of Mississippi.

9.  The term of this agreement shall be from February 6, 2013, through February 5, 2014.

The purpose of the memo is to describe a project that Kevin Hall had been working on for some time.  As you are aware, beautification efforts are taking place all over the City.  Market Street is a major thoroughfare in Pascagoula and is in need of major beautification improvements.  Attached to this memo you should find a few commitments to help with the beautification portion of Market Street.

Turf Masters Lawn Care is proposing to provide all the labor, equipment and materials to renovate, upgrade and maintain the annuals quarterly for the islands on Market Street between Highway 90 and the railroad track for a period of two years.  This will include the removal of the pear trees, installation of irrigation systems, soil, sod, palm trees and hanging baskets. We ask that you agree to allow these improvements to happen and allow him to place signs in both directions acknowledging his donation for a period of 5 years.  The value of this donation is approximately $30,000 to $40,000.

Pascagoula Pride is proposing to donate $10,000 worth of improvements to the islands from the railroad track to Polk Ave. to create a constant theme down Market Street.  The City’s contribution to this project will be $8,463.  This amount will come from the Landscape Supplies and Irrigation line items in the Beautification budget.  

We are also hoping to resolve some electrical issues in the future with regards to the medians on Market Street to install up-lighting as well.  This cost will also be absorbed into the Beautification budget and not require any amendments.  We ask your permission to accept the donations outlined above and to move forward with this project.

Ms. Crew also requested approval for the Council to agree to allow Turf Masters Lawn Care, Inc. install a professionally made sign indicating the beds are donated and maintained by them for a period of five (5) years.

The reported value is estimated at $1,000,000.00; the permit application is for a value of $279,000.00, but the final value of abatement would be based on the final change in value of improvements on the land.  Ms. Turner advised that based on criteria of the Order Establishing Tax Exemption Policy for the Central Business District of the City, the applicant could be eligible for up to 80% of ad valorem taxation, except for school district purposes, for up to seven years, for a total value not to exceed $250,000.00.

TAX ABATEMENT REQUEST BY M. GENTRY WILLIAMS, 
D/B/A MISSISSIPPI LAUNDRY SERVICES, LLC,

WHEREAS, Section 17-21-5 of the Mississippi Code of 1972 authorizes Municipal Governing Authorities, in their discretion, to grant exemptions from ad valorem taxation, except ad valorem taxation for school district purposes, for new structures, or improvements to or renovations of existing structures located in the designated Central Business District of the municipality, for a period of not more than seven years from the date of completion of the new structure or the improvement to or renovation of the existing structure for which the exemption is granted; and
WHEREAS, the City Council, on or about January 18, 2011, established a policy for the granting of such exemptions; and 
WHEREAS, M. Gentry Williams, d/b/a Mississippi Laundry Services, LLC, has now made application to the City Council for preliminary approval of an abatement request for construction improvements on certain property in the Central Business District that are expected to equal or exceed $279,000 in cost; and

WHEREAS, the application for the abatement is attached hereto as Exhibit A and the application for the construction permit is likewise attached hereto as Exhibit B; and
WHEREAS, the Planning and Building Department of the City of Pascagoula, which is responsible for the oversight of the construction of this project, has recommended to the Council that a preliminary approval of the tax abatement request be granted:
