Whereas,  Child Abuse and neglect is a national tragedy that affects all races, religions and classes; and

Whereas,  In April 1983, the United States Congress proclaimed the first National Child Abuse Prevention Month and since then, communities across the nation have involved their citizens in activities that promote awareness of child abuse and neglect; and

Whereas, In 1985, Honorable Emily Baker King, Jackson County Youth Court Judge, recognized the need for a different perspective to be brought into the courtroom that would represent the best interest of the abused and neglected child, therefore establishing the first site of the Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) program within the State of Mississippi; and

Whereas, There are currently 350 children in foster care in Jackson County due to child abuse and neglect, and last year more than 2,000 cases were reported or investigated.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Robert H. Maxwell, Mayor of the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi, do hereby declare the month of April, 2013, as

WHEREAS, through education of safe digging practices, excavators and homeowners can save time and money keeping Pascagoula safe and connected by making a simple call to 811 in advance of any digging project; waiting the required amount of time; respecting the marked lines by maintaining visual definition throughout the course of the excavation; and finally, digging with care around the marked area; and

The next item for consideration was a Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Pascagoula and the Live Oak Arts Festival as recommended by Rebecca Davis, Main Street Director.  

The amended MOU is spread on the minutes as follows:

AMENDED MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

     This Memorandum of Understanding (Agreement) is entered into by and between the City of Pascagoula (City) as represented by its Main Street Director (MSD) and Live Oak Arts Festival (LOAF).  Live Oak Arts Festival is represented in this Agreement by and through its duly authorized Chairman.
     The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth the duties and responsibilities of the parties with respect to the Live Oak Arts Festival (Festival) which is held in the City annually on the second Saturday in May.
I.     Live Oak Arts Festival Responsibilities
       1.  LOAF shall furnish to the City a diagram or plat indicating the location of vendor spaces intended for the festival.  Each vendor space shall be a ten-foot by ten-foot area utilizing the space in the middle of the street.  This plat or diagram shall be delivered to the MSD no later than three (3) months prior to the Festival.
      2.  LOAF shall indicate to the City its needs for electrical services for each area and any other utility services that might be necessary during the Festival.
      3.  LOAF acknowledges that the vendor locations are pre-sold; however, due to ongoing City projects, LOAF understands that no guarantee can be, or will be, given to any vendor that the initial location assigned to such vendor will be available on the day of the Festival.  LOAF shall so advise each vendor.
      4.  LOAF and the MSD shall arrange one (1) meeting with all of the Merchants in the Festival area and who will be directly impacted by the placement of vendor locations (Merchants). The meeting will occur approximately thirty (30) days prior to the Festival.  They shall apprise the Merchants of the intended locations of all of the vendor booths and shall work with the Merchants to make certain that entrance ways to businesses are not blocked by participants in the Festival activities.
      5.  On an annual basis, LOAF shall meet with the MSD during the month of March to discuss plans for the upcoming Festival.
      6.  LOAF shall be responsible for furnishing the MSD with the contact information for the chairman.  Contact information shall include the name, residence address, office address (if any), email address and all phone numbers where such contact person can be reached.
      7.  LOAF shall not, under any circumstances, make any representations or warranties to any vendors or Festival participants with respect to use of City facilities.
     8.  LOAF shall request that the City place the LOAF banners at the entrance of Delmas Avenue at Pascagoula Street and at the Pascagoula City sign area on North Pascagoula Street and Highway Ninety at least two (2) weeks prior to the festival. 
II.  City Responsibilities
      1.  The City shall be responsible for making certain that all available outside electrical outlets are in good working order no later than the Wednesday immediately preceding the Festival.
      2.  The City shall be responsible for making certain that all lights are working properly in the Festival area no later than Wednesday preceding the Festival and further agrees to have an electrician available on the day of the Festival to assist vendors with their electrical hook-ups.
      3.  The City shall make certain that the grass is cut, weed eating is completed and hedges are trimmed in the Festival area no later than Friday preceding the Festival.  All streets in the Festival area shall be swept on the Friday preceding the Festival to allow for proper marking of vendor spaces.
      4.  The City shall furnish employees who will be assigned to work the trash truck on the day of the Festival.  To this end, the City shall make certain that garbage cans are emptied and placed in the receptacle holders in the Festival area and at key locations throughout the Festival area on the Friday immediately preceding the Festival.
      5.  The City shall furnish labor to move the flower planters to the backside of the sidewalks next to the buildings, to remove the decorative chains and move the benches back against the buildings.  All sprinklers shall be turned off in the downtown area during the Festival.  These preparations shall take place no later than Friday immediately preceding the Festival.
     6.  The City shall furnish at least 10 picnic tables which shall be delivered on Friday morning immediately preceding the Festival.  These tables shall be chained in the Hancock Bank parking lot and the City shall leave a key to the chain locks with the MSD for a LOAF member to pick up Friday afternoon immediately preceding the Festival.
      7.  The City shall make certain that the outside restroom located at the Arts on the Avenue Center on Delmas Avenue will be cleaned by Friday night immediately preceding the Festival and will be adequately stocked with toilet paper and paper towels.  The key to the restroom shall be left with the MSD so that a LOAF member can pick it up on Friday afternoon immediately preceding the Festival.
      8.  The City shall furnish barricades to be placed at the appropriate locations in the Downtown Plaza to block the streets involved in the Festival.  These include Delmas Avenue, Canty Street, Magnolia Street and Pascagoula Street.  The City will also furnish 46 barricades that will be needed to block off the children’s area on the northeast corner of Magnolia Street and Delmas Avenue and shall have the same in place no later than Friday evening immediately preceding the Festival.  The alleyway between Scranton’s Restaurant and the Boland Building will be barricaded in order to prevent parking in that area.
     9.  The City shall make certain that all City vehicles and City employee vehicles are removed from the north parking lot at City Hall by 5:00 P.M. on Friday immediately preceding the Festival.  The parking lot shall be barricaded by the City at 10:00 P.M. on that date.
     10.  The City shall furnish LOAF with a diagram showing the location of all existing electrical outlets in the Festival area and any other utilities that may be needed by any of the vendors participating in the Festival.  This diagram shall be furnished to LOAF at least ninety (90) days prior to the Festival date.  The City shall notify LOAF of any additional electrical outlets and/or utilities added after this date as soon as possible after the completion of the work.
     11.  The City shall furnish the two LOAF contacts with the names and telephone numbers of any and all City personnel who may need to be contacted by LOAF either before or during the Festival to address any problems that may arise with respect to the furnishing of power and other utilities to the vendors, traffic issues or any other problems that may arise and for which the City would otherwise be responsible.
     12.  The City expressly disclaims any responsibility for the selling of vendor locations and the assignment of same to various vendors.  
     13.  The City shall advise LOAF representatives of any change in an existing or new merchant’s status in the Festival area as soon as such change should occur.
III.  Miscellaneous
      1.  Both parties to this Agreement covenant and agree to maintain open lines of communication throughout the year in an effort to ensure the success of the Festival.  Should any contact information change, then such change of information shall be communicated to the other party within 24 hours after the same occurs.
      2.  Both parties reserve the right to terminate this Agreement at any time for breach of the terms hereunder if such breach is not cured within thirty (30) days of receipt of written notice by the breaching party which notice shall describe such breach in reasonable detail.  This Agreement may be altered or amended from time to time as the need arises; however, such alterations or amendments shall be in writing and shall be properly approved and executed by the appropriate representatives of each of the parties hereto.
3.  The parties acknowledge that the availability of City personnel to perform the duties imposed by this Agreement may be subject to unforeseen emergencies that could require the diversion of such personnel to other job sites before or during the Festival.  The City covenants and agrees that it will exert its best efforts to provide the necessary personnel to perform all of the duties assumed by the City in this Agreement.
      4.  The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year from January 1 of each calendar year hereof and shall automatically renew annually on the same date unless one party notifies the other party in writing that it does not want to renew prior to the beginning of such renewal period.  Notice of nonrenewal shall be sent no less than thirty (30) days prior to the end of each calendar year.

	For a valuable consideration, as more fully set out hereinbelow, we, _________________________________, do, by these presents, grant and convey unto the City of Pascagoula, its contractors and employees, an Irrevocable Right of Entry on and across the following described real property located in the City of Pascagoula, Jackson, County, Mississippi:

	Description

	This Irrevocable Right of Entry is being granted to the City, its contractors and employees, for the purpose of construction, future repair, inspection and maintenance of the City’s grinder sewer lift station and a 1¼” diameter sewer force main from the lift station to the street right-of-way as part of the Communy Street and Emerson Street grinder sewer projects and for the purpose of providing the Grantors with sanitary sewer service in accordance with the applicable City ordinances and State statutes.  
	Pursuant to this Irrevocable Right of Entry, the parties agree as follows:  
1. The Grantors hereby permit the City, its contractors or employees to go upon the described premises to construct a grinder sewer lift station and sewer service from the road or street right-of-way to the location where the existing sewer service leaves the residence.  The location of the grinder sewer system on the above described premises shall be by mutual consent of the parties with the intent to take the most reasonable direct route to the point where the Grantors’ sewer exits the residence and to retain to the Grantors the right to use and enjoy the premises to the fullest practical extent.
2. The Right of Entry herein granted shall remain in full force and effect from and after the beginning of construction on the project identified in the foregoing paragraph and shall continue in perpetuity so long as the City maintains ownership of the grinder pump and the service line installed by the City for the purpose of providing uninterrupted sanitary sewer service to the Grantors, the Grantors’ successors and assigns.
3. The Grantors agree that the City shall retain ownership of the grinder pump and the service line.  The City agrees to maintain the grinder sewer system (including the grinder electrical control panel) in good operating condition for the duration of this Right of Entry.  Neither the Grantors nor the City shall build any structures of a permanent nature on the ground above the service line and neither party will obstruct, obscure or otherwise inhibit free and ready access to the grinder pump and the service line.  With the exception of the expenses specifically addressed in paragraph 4, infra, the City shall bear all costs of installing, inspection, repair, replacement and maintaining the grinder sewer system and deactivation of Grantors’ existing system.
4. The Grantors further agree to hire, at their expense, a licensed electrician approved by the City for the purpose of connecting the grinder pump to the Grantors’ electrical service.  The City, upon receipt of a paid invoice from the Grantors, shall reimburse the Grantors a sum not to exceed One Thousand Five Hundred ($1500.00) for the electrical service connection.  After such connection is in place and the grinder pump is operable, the Grantors, their successors and assigns, shall be responsible for the maintenance of the electrical connection to the grinder pump electrical control panel.
5. Grantors further agree that, upon connection of the grinder pump and service line to the point where the Grantors’ sewer exits the house, the Grantors will permit the City, its contractors, or employees, to disable the septic tank, or sewer system, previously used by the Grantors for sanitary sewer service at the above described location.  
6. Subject to Section 7, the City agrees, as part of the consideration for the grant of this Irrevocable Right of Entry, that it will restore the Grantors’ property to its status quo prior which existed prior to the installation of or any maintenance to the grinder pump and service line.  
7. Grantors agree that, from and after the installation of the grinder pump and service line, any structures, trees, or other surface appurtenances placed on, near or over the grinder pump, or the service line by the act of the Grantors, shall be removed at the expense of the Grantors in the event that the same interferes with the City, its contractors’ or employees’ access to the grinder pump, or the service line, for maintenance, repair or replacement.  The City will not assume any liability for the removal of such items, nor shall it be liable for any replacement costs incurred by the Grantors.
8. This Irrevocable Right of Entry shall be filed of record in the office of the Chancery Clerk of Jackson County, Mississippi, and subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, shall constitute a binding covenant on the above described property and the parties hereto, their heirs, successors and assigns.
