	Joe Huffman, City Manager, was the moderator for the meeting.

	Mr. Huffman stated that no millage increase is contained in the Budget and that there will be no millage increase from the Pascagoula-Gautier School District. There will, however, be an increase in utility rates to provide funds for debt service and recapture JCUA rate increases.
	

	Mayor Blevins stated some of his concerns are Arts on the Avenue, COLA for employees, rainy day fund and leasing of lights from MS Power Company.
 
	Bobby Parker, City Clerk/Comptroller stated that he needed a staff level auditor for his administrative assistant. Mr. Huffman advised the Council that no one on the current staff could fill this position. 

	Johnny Sykes addressed the Council and urged them to reach out to retirees as volunteers to help in different areas instead of creating new positions.

	The Management Team went over their respective budgets and answered any questions from the Council.

	Mayor Blevins requested a five (5) year maintenance tally for the Library.

	Mayor Blevins also asked Bobby Parker, City Clerk/Comptroller, to check and see if the bond money has to be spent in three (3) years, or is it sufficient to have the funds “committed” to certain projects. Mayor Blevins stated he wants a COLA for employees this year. Councilman Freddy Jackson agreed with the Mayor.
