AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 2-239 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA TO PROVIDE THAT THE PLANNING BOARD SHALL HAVE DUTIES VESTED IN IT BY ORDINANCE NO. 1-2011 (UNIFIED DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE); TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR RELATED PURPOSES.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI:
Section 1.  Section 2-239.  General duties; power to initiate studies re subdivision or resubdivision of land is amended as follows:
The planning board shall have all duties vested in it by Ordinance No. 1-2011 (Unified Development Ordinance) and have such duties as are vested in it by any other ordinance of the city. Whenever the words "city planning commission," "planning commission," "board of zoning adjustment and appeals" or "zoning board" appear in any other ordinance of the city, these words shall be construed to mean the planning board hereby created. The planning board may initiate studies for the purpose of guiding the most effective and efficient subdivision or resubdivision of land within the city.

Section 2.  This ordinance shall take effect as provided by law.

ORDINANCE NO. 6-2015
CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 14-46 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA TO PROVIDE THAT THE BUILDING OFFICIAL MAY, FOR GOOD CAUSE, GRANT AN EXTENSION OF TIME FOR COMPLETION OF A PROJECT FOR WHICH A BUILDING PERMIT HAS BEEN ISSUED; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR RELATED PURPOSES.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA AS FOLLOWS:
	SECTION 1.  Section 14-46.  Expiration is amended as follows:

(a) A permit application received for a proposed building, structure, or development shall be deemed to have been abandoned three months after the date of submittal, unless before then a permit shall have been issued; provided, however, that for cause, one or more extensions of time for periods not exceeding 60 days each may be allowed by the building official. 

(b)  Any permit issued shall become invalid unless the work authorized by it shall commence within three months after its issuance. Once the work authorized by the permit is begun, the permit holder shall make reasonable progress toward the completion of the authorized work. If reasonable progress is not made, the building official shall revoke the permit. That revocation may be appealed to the planning board and city council as provided in this chapter. 

(c) The work authorized under a permit shall be completed within 12 months of the date it is issued. The building official may, for good cause, grant an extension of time to either commence the work or to complete it once commenced. A permit holder seeking such an extension shall submit a written request therefor to the building official. 

	SECTION 2.  This ordinance shall take effect as provided by law.

	The next item for consideration was a Resolution authorizing the settlement of a disputed claim with Mayfair Laundry for mis-billing on its utility account as recommended by Eddie Williams, City Attorney.

The Resolution is spread on the minutes as follows:

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING 
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTED CLAIM

WHEREAS, during the year 2012, Mayfair Laundry, a business located on Ingalls Avenue in the City of Pascagoula, was assessed a surcharge on its gas utility account in the amount $85,354.98; and
WHEREAS, the above referenced surcharge resulted from mis-billing on Mayfair’s account due to a meter reading error extending back several years; and
WHEREAS, Mayfair was not at fault in the accrual of this surcharge and the fault lay entirely with the City of Pascagoula; and
WHEREAS, since that time, Mayfair has faithfully paid the sum of $250.00 per month toward the satisfaction of this surcharge; and
WHEREAS, at the time the surcharge was added to the Mayfair account, the City Council was advised that, inasmuch as the claim was for a liquated amount and inasmuch as there was no dispute over whether or not Mayfair had used the gas for which it was being charged, that the Council could not negotiate a lower settlement of the claim; and
WHEREAS, this is a position that was taken by the Attorney General for the State of Mississippi and the Auditor of Public Accounts; and
WHEREAS, the Council has now been advised that the City Attorney, in consultation with the Attorney General’s office and the Auditor of Public Accounts, has determined that this account is subject to compromise and settlement based on a broader theory of “economic disadvantage” than was obtaining at the time the surcharge was first added to the account; and
WHEREAS, the City Council has, based upon a theory of economic disadvantage, compromised and settled similar accounts for other utility customers; and
WHEREAS, the City Council is satisfied that the owners of Mayfair Laundry have adequately supported a claim for economic disadvantage based upon their reliance on the City’s billing of the account during the time when the meter was being mis-read by the City; and
WHEREAS, the City Council authorized the City Attorney to engage the owners of Mayfair Laundry in a discussion of a potential settlement of this claim; and
WHEREAS, the Council has been apprised of the settlement negotiations and finds that the settlement that was reached by the City Attorney with the owners of Mayfair is fair and reasonable to all parties concerned:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  The City Council agrees to discount the amount due on the original claim by 50% leaving a balance due of $42,678.00.  The City Council further agrees that the amount of $18,500.00, representing sums paid to date, shall be a credit against this new balance thereby leaving a balance due of $24,428.00, rounded to the nearest dollar.
SECTION 2.  The owners of Mayfair propose to pay this balance by immediately making a down payment of $5,000.00, leaving a balance of $19,428.00, which Mayfair agrees to pay at the rate of $325.00 per month for the next 60 months.  
SECTION 3.  The Council finds that the proposal by Mayfair for the retirement of this balance is just and reasonable and does hereby authorize and direct the City Manager to notify the Utility Billing Department of this agreed settlement so that the billing procedures on this account may be modified accordingly.  
SECTION 4.  A certified copy of this resolution shall be sent to the owners of Mayfair Laundry and to the Utility Billing Department.

WHEREAS, the Jackson County Chamber of Commerce is an organization devoted to economic development throughout the County and has its principal office in the City of Pascagoula; and
WHEREAS, the Chamber is a non-profit organization pursuant to Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code; and
WHEREAS, from time to time, the Chamber will solicit volunteers to assist in various functions, promote new membership and work on membership retention; and
WHEREAS, these volunteers are known as the “Ambassador Team” serving in a representative capacity for the Chamber throughout the community; and
WHEREAS, certain members of the City staff have been selected by the Chamber to serve on the Ambassador Team; and
WHEREAS, these staff members may be asked to solicit memberships and work on membership retention as well as other functions for the Chamber; and
WHEREAS, the City Council finds that participation in these events by City staff and use of City resources promotes a proper municipal purpose and serves as a way of advertising and bringing to favorable notice the opportunities, possibilities and resources of the City; and
WHEREAS, the City Council also finds that the participation of City staff in these activities serves a positive function for economic development throughout the City:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  The City Manager is authorized and directed, in his discretion, to allow the staff members who have been designated as part of the Jackson County Chamber of Commerce Ambassador Team to participate in the activities of the Chamber as set out hereinabove.
SECTION 2.  The City Manager, in his discretion, is also authorized to allow the use of City resources for this effort and as a means of advertising the resources of the City for a proper municipal purpose.
SECTION 3.  No overtime compensation shall be allowed for participation by City staff in this effort.
SECTION 4.  The total cost of staff time and resources devoted to these matters shall not exceed the sum of $1,000.00 in any given fiscal year.
