	WHEREAS, we find that the parcels of land listed in the exhibit are in such a state of uncleanliness as to be a menace to the public health and safety of this community:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI, AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  That the parcels of land listed in Exhibit A are hereby found and determined to be in such a state of uncleanliness as to be a menace to the public health and safety of the community.
SECTION 2.  That, if the parcels are not cleaned by the owner within seven days of this date, the City Manager, by use of City personnel or a private contractor, shall have the parcels cleaned by removing any dilapidated buildings thereon, removing any standing water, by cutting any excess vegetation thereon, and by removing rubbish and debris.  Thereafter, this Council shall adjudicate the actual cost of cleaning the parcels and such costs shall be an assessment against the parcels.
