Mayor Blevins welcomed everyone to the meeting.  The invocation was given by Councilman Tadlock.  The pledge of allegiance was led by Councilwoman Simkins.

Members of the Council made some general comments regarding the “Free Flowin on the Riverfront” event this Saturday sponsored by Emerge, “Blues at the Beach” event, movie night, the recent family campout event at Beach Park, and a bicycle friendly tour around Pascagoula.  Mayor Blevins stated that Pascagoula has three new businesses, commented on grant funds for several projects, and recognized the Pascagoula Police Department for recently achieving national accreditation by The Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies, Inc. (CALEA).  Police Chief Kenny Johnson briefly commented on the process and stated he is very proud of the Police Department for now having both state and national accreditation.

	Councilman Pickett read and presented Jen Dearman, Community and Economic Director, with a Proclamation for Fair Housing Awareness Month.

Dr. Donnis Harrison, member of the Pascagoula Athletic Foundation Board, addressed the Council regarding the establishment and goals of the foundation.  The Pascagoula Athletic Foundation is a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization and was established in 2012 for the purpose of improving all athletic programs within Pascagoula High School and Colmer Middle School, and to create an environment that promotes excellence in athletics.

Dr. Harrison advised the first inaugural Pascagoula Athletic Hall of Fame Banquet/induction ceremony for the Hall of Fame individuals will be held on Saturday, June 20, 2015, at the Hilton Garden Inn in Pascagoula.  He requested that the Council consider a Platinum Sponsorship of $1,500.00.  Eddie Williams, City Attorney, advised that he will review the matter to determine if a sponsorship can be made to the Pascagoula Athletic Foundation.  Other members in attendance tonight were Landon McCarty, Richard Lucas, Jerry Jackson, and Joe Davis.  The Council thanked them for attending the meeting and for organizing such a worthy organization.

She advised that Councilwoman Simkins will serve as the master of ceremonies.  Ms. Gallahue also thanked the City for its continued support and the various departments involved in helping to make this event successful.

	Anne Pitre introduced members of The Focus Group who gave a Power Point presentation on their Pascagoula project.  A question and answer session followed.  This is a great tool to advertise Pascagoula and its many assets.  They felt the school district’s Interactive Center was a valuable learning facility, and the various waterfront activities offer a lot to the community.  The Council thanked them for the presentation tonight.

	Michael Roy Brown, 4810 Legare Avenue, addressed the Council with concerns about a buffer zone being cleared by the property owner, Walter Randle, on a parcel between the east side of Louise Street and Bayou Casotte Parkway.  Mr. Brown and several of the neighbors are concerned about the smell and noise in this area due to the cleared property.  Donovan Scruggs, City Planner, advised that the Code Enforcement Department followed up on the complaint last week and did not find any recorded buffer zones.  Eddie Williams, City Attorney, advised there are no covenants in the land deed records for the property.  After general comments, Mayor Blevins thanked Mr. Brown for attending the meeting tonight with his concerns.

This Memorandum of Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into on the date herein provided between JACKSON COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI (“County”), a political subdivision of the State of Mississippi, and the CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI (“City”), a municipal corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of Mississippi, regarding maintenance dredging of Lake Yazoo; and
WHEREAS, the County desires to conduct maintenance dredging (“Project”) to be performed at the entrance channel to Lake Yazoo, which is located in Pascagoula, Mississippi; and
WHEREAS, the County requests that the City provide financial assistance in order to accomplish this Project, as the Project shall benefit the City, as well as the County; and 
WHEREAS, each party has the authority to enter into this Agreement in the best interest of its respective citizens.
NOW THEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, the County and City hereby mutually agree and understand as follows:
I.  PURPOSE

That the purpose of this Agreement is to provide for a means whereby the County will perform maintenance dredging of the entrance channel to Lake Yazoo and the City will  contribute 50% of the construction costs – not to exceed $500,000.00 – to accomplish the dredging.
II.  RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES

1.	The County, by and through its Engineers, will provide the City a copy of the design specifications and drawings.  The City shall review the specifications and drawings and, subsequent to its review, the City shall provide, in writing, its approval of the Project as designed.
2.     	After obtaining the City’s approval of the specifications and drawings, the County shall be responsible for having the Project go out for bids and awarding a construction contract for the Project.
3.	The County shall provide construction phase services for the Project.
	  4.	If all bids received are over $1,000,000.00, the County shall either fund the 
  overage amount, reject all bids, or revise the scope of the Project and have it re-bid.
5.	Upon execution of the bid contract for the Project with the selected contractor, the 
  City shall pay to the County 50% of the Project cost, not to exceed $500,000.00.  	
  6. 	  In the event of any change orders, the City shall have the opportunity to review and concur on such change orders prior to the same being processed.	
 7.	If the Project comes in over budget at final-close out, the City agrees to pay one-half the overage, up to City’s financial obligation not to exceed $500,000.00.
 8.	At the conclusion of the Project, if there are any funds remaining and unused for the Project that have been previously paid by the City, the County shall reimburse those funds to the City on its next claims docket following completion of the project.
III.  TERM

The term of this Agreement shall be from the date of its execution through completion of the project and settlement of all costs between the parties.
IV.  MODIFICATION

This Agreement may only be modified in writing by the respective parties.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI:
SECTION 1.  Section 58-63 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Pascagoula, Mississippi, is amended as follows:
(a)	It shall be unlawful for any owner of any animal, whether under control or not, to allow it to be in or upon any public park, beach, or other public recreational area within the city, except as otherwise provided in this section. 

(b)	Dogs may be allowed on the north portion of I.G. Levy Park and at River Park under the following conditions:

(1)	A dog shall be under the immediate control of a responsible person.

(2)	Any feces produced by a dog while on such park shall be immediately collected and removed in a sanitary manner by the person having it under control. 

(3)	No dog shall be permitted upon the pavilions located in the parks.

(4)	No dog shall attack any other dog or human.

(5)	No dog involved in a violation of this subsection pertaining to I.G. Levy Park or River Park shall again be permitted in such park.

(c)	Dogs may be allowed on the public beach only in the area between Pascagoula Street and Hague Street under the following conditions: 

(1)	A dog shall be under the immediate control of a responsible person.

(2)	Any feces produced by a dog while on such beach shall be immediately collected and removed in a sanitary manner by the person having it under control. 

(3)	No dog shall attack any other dog or human.

(4)	No dog shall be allowed to run free in the designated beach area.

(5)	No dog involved in a violation of this subsection pertaining to the Pascagoula beach shall again be permitted on such beach. 

(d)	Owner as used herein means any person owning, keeping, harboring, or in possession of an animal. 

	SECTION 2.  This ordinance shall become effective as provided by law.
