WHEREAS, the Council has received evidence from the staff of the City as to the condition of the parcel listed and the owner has been given an opportunity to be heard; and
	WHEREAS, we find that the parcel of land listed in the exhibit is in such a state of uncleanliness as to be a menace to the public health and safety of this community:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA, MISSISSIPPI, AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  That the parcel of land listed in Exhibit A is hereby found and determined to be in such a state of uncleanliness as to be a menace to the public health and safety of the community.
SECTION 2.  That, if the parcel is not cleaned by the owner within seven days of this date, the City Manager, by use of City personnel or a private contractor, shall have the parcel cleaned by removing any dilapidated buildings thereon, removing any standing water, by cutting any excess vegetation thereon, and by removing rubbish and debris.  Thereafter, this Council shall adjudicate the actual cost of cleaning the parcel and such costs shall be an assessment against the parcel.

The Resolution is spread on the minutes as follows:

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SETTLEMENT OF A 
DISPUTED CLAIM WITH PANDLE, INC. REGARDING 
A MIS-BILLED NATURAL GAS ACCOUNT

WHEREAS, Pandle, Inc. is an industry located in the City of Pascagoula which receives its natural gas for its industrial operations through the system operated by the City; and
	WHEREAS, during a recent audit by an independent contractor, it came to the attention of the Utility Billing Department that the meter which registered the gas delivered to Pandle, Inc.’s asphalt plant was not calibrated properly and was returning billing data that excluded large volumes of gas; and
	WHEREAS, after much research and consultation, the Utility Billing Department has determined that the department has inadvertently mis-billed the Pandle, Inc. gas account to the extent of $454,347.44 comprising mis-billings beginning some 2.5 years prior to the date of the discovery; and
	WHEREAS, Pandle, Inc. has engaged the services of an attorney to challenge the mis-billing and the same has now been placed in controversy thereby giving rise to a doubtful or disputed claim; and
WHEREAS, the City Council acknowledges that the mis-billing was not due to any fault of Pandle, Inc. and that the same has placed Pandle, Inc. at an economic disadvantage inasmuch as Pandle, Inc. relied upon the billings, all of which were timely paid by Pandle, Inc., in the conduct of its business; and
WHEREAS, both the Attorney General’s office and the office of the State Auditor have opined that, notwithstanding the fact that the sum involved is liquidated, if the customer can show that it was placed at an economic disadvantage due to the City’s error, the claim can be compromised at a reasonable amount; and
WHEREAS, the City Council acknowledges the doubtful nature of litigation and has received an offer from Pandle, Inc. that the Council finds reasonable under the circumstances particularly in light of the fact that Pandle, Inc. is not at fault in any manner for the mis-billing of its account; and
WHEREAS, Pandle, Inc. has offered to pay to the City the sum of $227,173.72, comprising fifty percent of the mis-billed amount, with such sum to paid by a down payment of $27,173.72 on or before July 1, 2015, and with the balance of $200,000.00 to be paid over a 24-month period at the rate of $8,333.33 per month to be billed in addition to the City’s regular billings on the Pandle, Inc. account; and
WHEREAS, the City Council is of the opinion that it is in the best interest of the City that this offer of settlement be accepted:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
	SECTION 1.  All of the statements set forth in the foregoing preambles are hereby found as fact.
	SECTION 2.  The City Manager is authorized and directed to accept the offer of Pandle, Inc. as set out hereinabove and to instruct the Utility Billing Department to adjust its billing in accordance with the settlement offer so as to collect the balance of $200,000.00 over a period of 24 months as set out hereinabove after collecting the initial down payment of $27,173.27.
	SECTION 3.  A certified copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded to the Utility Billing Department and shall likewise be forwarded to the attorney for Pandle, Inc., the Honorable George Murphy.
