WHEREAS,  the Mississippi Gulf Coast is home to some of the nation’s most productive finfish and shellfish waters and their supporting coastal wetlands and is rich in natural resources on which many generations of our citizens have depended for their livelihoods; and

WHEREAS,   marine debris in our coastal waterways poses serious threats to marine wildlife and navigation and to our communities, residents, and visitors; and 

WHEREAS,   the Mississippi Coastal Cleanup is the largest, single-day volunteer cleanup of Mississippi’s beaches, barrier islands, and waterways; and
  
WHEREAS,  the Mississippi Coastal Cleanup is an integral part of the International Coastal Cleanup (ICC), sponsored by Ocean Conservancy, and led by the Mississippi Marine Debris Task Force in cooperation with the Mississippi Department of Marine Resources and the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality; and 

WHEREAS,  during the 2014 Coastal Cleanup 1,616 volunteers picked up 7.5 tons of trash at 47 sites along 99 miles of waterways in coastal Mississippi as reported by the state ICC coordinator; and

WHEREAS,  over the past 27 years, more than 65,000 volunteers have removed approximately 
                       1.6 million pounds of marine debris from Mississippi’s coastal waterways and shorelines; and

WHEREAS,  the Mississippi Marine Debris Task Force looks forward to a productive Coastal Cleanup event in 2015 that will benefit the environment and educate the public about the importance of being good stewards of our coastal marine and estuarine resources

Thereafter, this Council shall adjudicate the actual cost of cleaning the parcel and such costs shall be an assessment against the parcel.

FOR THE POTENTIAL SALE OF CERTAIN REAL 
PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA 
IN SECTION 11, TOWNSHIP 8 SOUTH, RANGE 6 WEST, JACKSON COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI

WHEREAS, the City of Pascagoula is the owner in fee simple of certain real property situated in Section 11, Township 8 South, Range 6 West and more particularly described in the attached document and
WHEREAS, the subject property consists of three small lots in the Communy Reserve of the Communy Tract, a substantial portion of which are under water; and
WHEREAS, the City has been approached by a prospective purchaser of that portion of the property lying above the mean high-tide and adjacent to the prospective purchaser’s home on Bienville Street; and
WHEREAS, the potential purchaser has agreed to retain an appraiser approved by the City Council and to pay the expense thereof in order to properly arrive at a purchase price; and
WHEREAS, the City shall likewise retain an appraiser for this purpose and the two appraisals shall be averaged with the prospective purchaser agreeing to pay the average of the two values in accordance with the statutes made and provided; and
WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the subject property serves no municipal purpose, is surplus property of little or no value to the City and that a sale thereof would beneficial to all parties concerned:
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  The City Manager shall retain the services of Kim Seaman to prepare an appraisal of the subject property on behalf of the City.
SECTION 2.  The prospective purchaser is authorized to retain the services of Bruce Brister to appraise the property on the prospective purchaser’s behalf with the expense thereof to be paid by the prospective purchaser.
SECTION 3.  The appraised values as returned by the two appraisers shall thereupon be averaged to determine the purchase price.  The City Manager shall, upon receipt of the two appraisals and determination of the average value thereof report the same to the City Council for further action pursuant to the statutes made and provided therefor.

The above Order was introduced by Councilman Jackson, seconded for adoption by Councilman Pickett, and received the following vote:  Mayor Blevins “AYE”. WHEREAS, on or about December 18, 2007, the City Council of the City of Pascagoula approved an Order authorizing the execution of a deed for the conveyance of property located on Yon Avenue to Hancock Bank, a true and correct copy of the Order being attached hereto as Exhibit A to this Resolution; and
WHEREAS, on or about the 19th day of December, 2007, Mayor Matthew J. Avara, pursuant to the aforesaid Order, executed a Special Warranty Deed conveying the subject property to Hancock Bank, a true and correct of which is attached hereto as Exhibit B to this Resolution; and
WHEREAS, for reasons that are not known to this Council, the aforesaid Special Warranty Deed was never recorded in the Land Deed Records of Jackson County, Mississippi, and the same cannot now be found in the records of either the City of Pascagoula, or Hancock Bank; and
	WHEREAS, Hancock Bank has since been acquired by Whitney Bank and all of its assets transferred thereto; and
	WHEREAS, the City Council has been advised by the City Attorney that the legal description which was used in the original deed to Whitney Bank’s predecessor, Hancock Bank, was in fact erroneous and that a new legal description has been provided by Whitney Bank as set forth in the proposed Corrected Special Warranty Deed attached hereto as Exhibit C; and
	WHEREAS, the City Attorney has further advised the City Council that the City has received full compensation for the aforesaid conveyance and there is no need for any appraisals to be made of the subject property for the conveyance thereof:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASCAGOULA AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  The Mayor, Harry J. Blevins, is hereby authorized to execute a Corrected Special Warranty Deed, identical in substance to the one attached hereto as Exhibit C, and to have the same delivered to Whitney Bank for its proper recordation.
SECTION 2.  A certified copy of this Resolution shall be attached to the aforesaid corrected deed and filed of record therewith.

The above Resolution was introduced by Councilman Jackson, seconded for adoption by Councilman Pickett, and received the following vote:  Mayor Blevins “AYE”. THIS MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT (hereinafter, the "Agreement") is made and entered by and between Commanding Officer, Naval Construction Battalion Center, Gulfport, MS (hereinafter, "Navy"), and the Pascagoula Fire Department, Pascagoula, MS, for firefighting assistance (hereinafter, "Pascagoula"). 

WITNESSETH:

     WHEREAS, each of the Parties hereto maintains equipment and personnel for the suppression of fires and response to hazardous materials incidents occurring within areas under their respective jurisdictions, and 

WHEREAS, each of the Parties hereto maintains equipment and personnel for the protection of life and property from fire to include basic medical support, basic and advanced life support, special rescue events involving vehicular and water mishaps; and trench, building, and confined space extractions and,

     WHEREAS, the Parties hereto desire to augment the fire protection and hazardous material response capabilities available in their respective jurisdictions by entering into this Agreement, and

     WHEREAS, the lands or districts comprising the respective jurisdictions of the Parties are adjacent or contiguous to one another such that the rendering of mutual assistance between the Parties in response to a fire or hazardous material incident is feasible, and

     WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Department of the Navy and the Commanding Officer, Naval Construction Battalion Center, Gulfport, MS, to enter into Mutual Aid Agreements (MAA) with non-Federal Fire Departments located in the vicinity of a Naval installation, whenever practicable, and 

     WHEREAS, the Parties have mutually concluded that it is desirable, practicable, and beneficial for the Parties to enter into this Agreement to memorialize their willingness and ability to render assistance to one another, in order to enhance the safety and security of the civilian community and of the Naval Construction Battalion Center, Gulfport, MS and outlying installations and facilities. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AGREED THAT:

1. Pursuant to 42 U.S.C. §1856a, DODI 6055.06, and OPNAVINST 11320.23F, the Parties enter into a Mutual Aid Agreement (MAA) to provide personnel and equipment required for fire prevention; the protection of life and property from fire; fire fighting and suppression to include emergency services, including basic medical support, basic and advanced life support; hazardous material containment and confinement; and special rescue events involving vehicular and water mishaps; and trench, building, and confined space extractions.

2. The senior officer of a Fire Department belonging to a Party to this Agreement, or the senior officer of such Fire Department actually present at a fire or hazardous material incident, may request fire fighting assistance under the terms of this Agreement from the other Party's Fire Department, whenever he/she deems it necessary to make such a request.  

3. The requesting and rendering of assistance from one Party to the other under the terms of this Agreement shall be accomplished in accordance with detailed operational plans and procedures, which shall be developed by each of the Parties. The technical heads of each Party's Fire Departments shall work together to implement such plans and procedures in a manner compatible with the operational authorities of each. In the absence of more specific procedures, the Parties will generally proceed as follows:

a. The senior officer on duty of the Fire Department receiving a request for assistance shall take the following actions:

i. Immediately determine if the requested apparatus and personnel are available to respond to the call for assistance. 

ii. In accordance with the terms of this Agreement, forthwith dispatch such apparatus and personnel, along with instructions as to their mission, use and deployment, in quantities and amounts as in the judgment of the senior officer receiving the call can be provided to the requesting Fire Department without jeopardizing the mission of the Fire Department providing such resources.

b. The senior officer of the Fire Department requesting assistance shall normally assume full charge of the operations at the scene of the fire or other emergency.  However, under procedures agreed to by the technical heads of the Fire Departments involved, a senior officer of the Fire Department furnishing the assistance may assume responsibility for the coordination of the overall operations at the scene of the fire or other emergency.

4. The rendering of assistance under the terms of this Agreement shall not be mandatory.
 
a. The Party receiving a request for assistance shall endeavor to immediately inform the requesting Party if the requested assistance cannot be provided and, if assistance can be provided, the quantity of such resources as may be dispatched in response to such request.
  
b. Neither Party shall hold the other Party liable or at fault for failing to respond to any request for assistance or for failing to respond to such a request in a timely manner or with less than optimum equipment and or personnel, it being the understanding of the Parties that each is primarily and ultimately responsible for the provision of fire suppression and hazardous material incident response needed within their own jurisdictions. 

5. The officers and personnel of the Fire Departments of the Parties to this Agreement are invited and encouraged, on a reciprocal basis, to frequently visit each other's activities for guided familiarization tours (consistent with local security requirements) and, as feasible, to jointly conduct pre-fire planning inspections, drills and training. 

6. Each Party hereby agrees that the general intent with respect to the rendering of assistance under this Agreement is not to seek reimbursement from the Party requesting such assistance.  Exceptions to this understanding would apply in the event of lost or damaged equipment, substantial amounts of supplies expended that directly related to support provided under this MAA, or other significant costs incurred that exceed originally available funding as demonstrated by documentary proof of unprogramed/unbudgeted/unforecasted outlays and expenditures that were directly related to support provided under this MAA.

a. Under the authority of 15 U.S.C. § 2210 and 44 C.F.R § 151, Pascagoula Fire Department is permitted to seek reimbursement for direct expenses and losses (defined as additional fire fighting costs over normal operational costs) incurred in fighting fires on property under the jurisdiction of the United States.
  
b. Under the authority of 42 U.S.C. § 1856a, either Party may seek reimbursement from the other for the costs incurred by it in providing services to the other Party in response to a request for assistance. 

7. As required by Federal law as a condition precedent to entering into this Agreement, the Parties hereby waive all claims against the other Party for compensation of any loss, damage, personal injury, or death occurring in consequence of the performance of this Agreement.


8. Independent of, and in addition to, any provisions of this Agreement, Naval Construction Battalion Center, Gulfport, MS is authorized and has the discretion to render disaster relief or emergency assistance to preserve life and property in the vicinity of a DOD installation, when in the opinion of the installation commander, the assistance is in the best interest of the United States. 42 U.S.C. §§ 5121-5206; DOD 3025.1-M.

TRAINING:

1. Whenever either Party hosts fire protection training for its own Fire Department ("Host Department") it may, to the maximum extent practicable and subject to its sole discretion, offer to provide the same training to members of the other Party ("Guest Department"). 

2. The Host Department will not charge the Guest Department for any training provided under the terms of this Agreement, unless it is a cost that cannot be covered by the Host Department such as, cost per student or cost of a certificate.  Further, any such training will be provided on a space available basis only. 

3. The Guest Department and/or its members will be solely responsible for the payment of any and all costs necessary for the Guest Department personnel to attend any training provided by the Host Department including, but not limited to, lodging, meals and travel. 

4. This Agreement is entered into voluntarily by both Parties with no obligation on the part of either to provide such training to the other or, if such training is offered to the other Party, to participate in such training.

5. The Guest Department is responsible for ensuring that its members observe all rules, regulations, and guidelines established by the Host Department for training provided by the Host Department, as such rules, regulations and guidelines are made known to the Guest Department. Neither Party shall hold the other Party liable or at fault for damage or injury incurred during joint training activities.

6. The Host Department reserves the right to deny training to any member of the Guest Department who does not meet the prerequisites necessary to attend the training which is offered by the Host Department under the terms of this Agreement. 

Execution of this Agreement: 

This Agreement shall become effective upon the date annotated above, and shall remain in full force and effect until cancelled by mutual agreement of the Parties, or upon the provision of at least sixty (60) days advance written notice from the Party desiring to terminate this Agreement to the other Party.  Upon becoming effective, this Agreement shall supersede all previous agreements between the Parties concerning the rendering of assistance from one to the other for the purposes stated in this Agreement.   

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties hereto have made and executed this to the agreement on the respective dates under each signature.  Pascagoula, MS through its Legislative Body signing by and through its SIGNING OFFICIAL authorized to execute same by Legislative Body action on the __ day of April, 2015, and the Department of Navy signing by and through the Commanding Officer, Naval Construction Battalion Center, Gulfport, MS duly authorized to execute same on the ___ day of April, 2015.

WHEREAS, the Kauffman Foundation is a qualified, non-profit, organization devoted to the promotion of entrepreneurial endeavors; and 
WHEREAS, as part of the Foundation’s mission, it sponsors a program known as “1 Million Cups” and invites cities to join in the Foundation’s effort to promote economic incentives and support entrepreneurs who are wishing to engage in business endeavors and business startups; and
WHEREAS, the City of Pascagoula is well-situated to engage in this program and, should the City be successful in its application, it will become the 67th city in the United States to be designated by the Kauffman Foundation for participation in the 1 Million Cups program; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Pascagoula is authorized by local and private legislation to expend City resources, including allocation of funds and staff time, for the promotion of economic development within the City; and
WHEREAS, participation by the City in the 1 Million Cups program will also serve to promote a proper municipal purpose and as a way of advertising and bringing into favorable notice the opportunities, possibilities and resources of the City; and
WHEREAS, the City Council is of the opinion that the City’s participation in this program will redound to the benefit of the citizens of this community by the promotion of economic development in the City: 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  The City Manager is authorized and directed, in his discretion, to allow staff members to participate in the promotion of the 1 Million Cups program as set forth hereinabove and is further authorized to devote City resources not to exceed $1,000.00 in value for the City’s participation therein.
SECTION 2.  No overtime compensation shall be allowed for participation by City staff in this effort.
